Dorant:    That shouldn't have required much. You gave me your word that you would follow the rules and act like the true gentleman I just spent days training you to be. Remember? Reserved--serious--

Arlequin:   Hey boss, we all gotta start somewhere. Just making an impression. Don't let it shake your nightgown. Next, I try the 'serious' (he improvises 'serious'

behavior)-- if that don't get her, I do the 'sympathetic' (ditto) -- and if I really have to resort to it, I'll turn on' the waterworks' (la grand finale). See boss, just like you 

taught me.

Dorant:     I never taught you anything like that! I must be a bigger fool than you for trusting you.

Arlequin:   O, boss- you're being too hard on yourself! 

Dorant:     Silence! I must think. What am I going to do?

Arlequin:   What you mean? You don't fancy the daughter?

Dorant:    Please shut up. Here comes someone. Just try to act like me.

(as Dorant composes himself, Arlequin performs a none too flattering impersonation behind his back)
